Croxton:
· A few of the reported potholes have been filled but the flood on Croxton Lane remains - still with flood warning signs and no attempt by SCC Highways to unblock the drain. The flood has now been in place for FIVE months. Totally unacceptable! 
· Broughton Parish Room has had new double glazed windows fitted today (29.4.24), with a supporting grant from SBC. This should enable much improved retention of heat in the Room and less wasted energy:
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· A dreadful car accident on the evening of 11th April demolished two parked cars at the Broughton Parish Room (both cars have been written-off), …. and by the Grace of God no one was injured! The car was speeding and lost control, - wiping out a garden hedge, telegraph pole and flying through the air landing and crushing 2 parked cars (one with an elderly lady inside). Residents and users of the BPR are requesting SCC to put in place improved road safety measures through Wetwood where the derestricted B5026 road passes through the village, - passing the BPR community hub and two staggered junctions. Speeding is a problem and fatalities have previously occurred on this section of the B5026  at Wetwood … causing pedestrians and users of the BPR and vehicles crossing at the junctions to be put in danger. We are asking for EPC to support us in lobbying SCC to improve road safety measures at Wetwood. SCC Councillor J. Pert has been contacted by many concerned residents. 
· Planning for the 2025 Croxton Well Dressing begins this month with Saturday 5th July as the date of the Community Well Dressing Festival to be put into diaries.

PCSO Lisa Powell has confirmed that the ward boundaries differ between the parish council and the police, so any reports will not match our areas and will be misleading. This will be the best way for members to view where the crimes are located.

However -  Lisa covers a wide policing area so would need to review the incident in question and is unlikely to be able to answer specific queries without prior notice. Lisa has also noted (after checking with a superior officer regarding what she can share) that there may also be GDPR issues in disclosing certain details about crimes – for example going into details of where a theft occurred could result in disclosing the person/address it relates to.
