Many thanks for your email and apologies about the service which you are receiving at the moment.  The Chief Networks Officer is off at the moment, and I work for him and I am responsible for our Mobile network.  We are modernising our whole network which includes adding more frequencies to improve coverage and user experience including 5G, the local site is in the program and will be upgraded in the next 1-2 years which will improve coverage.

I have requested if there is a programme plan that can be provided/checked for progress and if we can receive any other details/updates on the schedule as the rollout progresses. I noted the impact on traders for the June Festival and advised BT of the 2025 planned date. Festival organisers also plan to lobby EE to request for action.
