The Eccleshall Allotments Association held a meeting on 6th March 2024, due to a clashing PC meeting Cllr. Perren was unable to attend.

 Minutes were received and the main points noted as follows:

· Some asbestos has been removed from the site and disposed of at a local waste disposal site. It appears that further asbestos has been discovered!
· Following a FB post, 6 plots have been taken, and 10 new members recruited.
· £2087 has been received and rent to the PC of c£550 is due.
· The increase in rental from £3.90 to £4.50 per rood was accepted as reasonable
· £350 for insurance has been paid for the coming year, but there was concern that this may not extend to social events, and  liability to members of the public. It was agreed that future barbecues were on a ‘bring your own food’ basis, to mitigate liability for damages. A disclaimer to this effect would be displayed on the gate.
· 8 plots remain vacant. A suggestion was made that these could be used to grow potatoes and squash for food bank donation.
· It was agreed that £200 be paid to Mr Horton for clearance of plots 8 & 9.
· Additional keys were purchased for the container, and a reminder sent to all members to lock it after use.
· There had been an incident regarding an unattended fire, that had resulted in ash and smoke to drift across neighbouring properties. The fire was extinguished by another member, and the person responsible contacted by letter.
· The contest for the annual cup will be judged in June.
· A bench in memory of former Chairman Ron Milne be unveiled on Saturday 1st June, preceded by a Committee Meeting, and followed by a barbecue.
Ecclian Society:-
· A Committee Meeting was held on February 20th and another is being scheduled in April to review our ongoing plans.
· As part ff the 2024 membership drive, a new membership leaflet has been produced with QR code and is available in the library. Further leaflets will be printed.
