Croxton:
· Lengthsman - did a very good job of clearing the paths alongside the B5026 so that pedestrians could walk safely to the Croxton Garage / Post Office and St Paul's Church.
· It is a year since the dreadful crash at Wetwood which resulted in the write-off of two cars at Broughton Parish room (one with the lady driver inside the vehicle). Following community meetings and discussions with Eccleshall Parish Council and County Councillor Jeremy Pert, it was agreed that road safety measures (40mph speed restrictions) would be put in place funded jointly by EPC and Cllr. Pert.  Local people are requesting an update on progress with this / likely date for road-safety measures to be actioned and also an update from the police as to whether this traffic incident has now been recorded on file. It would be good to post an update in the upcoming local ABC magazine. 
· Some potholes have been repaired on Langot Lane and Croxton Lane. However, despite continuous reporting on the Report It system and being noted by Cllr Pert, the two blocked drainage pipes along Croxton Lane and in Woodwall Green are still being listed as non-urgent. Consequently (18 months on) we still have flooding on Croxton Lane every time it rains as there is nowhere for the water to escape, and the stream at Woodwall Green now continually flows over the road and has caused the road surface to break up and be covered in considerable silt deposits. Both need attention as a matter of urgency. 
· The Croxton 'Book Swap' (in the old telephone box) and the Fairoak Defibrillator box are all in good order.
· The Croxton Community Well Dressing Festival takes place on Saturday 14th June at 11.15am.  A grant to support the event has been gratefully received from Eccleshall Parish Council.  Organisation is now well under way, and we hope Parish Councillors will be able to attend this lovely community event. A display will be put in the Eccleshall Library window in May to publicise this. The themes for the Well Dressings are (1) V.E. Day; (2) The Swynnerton Roses;  (3) The Women's Land Army; (4) Peace.
