Correspondence information:
· A resident has contacted the council with ongoing concerns regarding the River Sow and the possibility of overflow from Eccleshall Sewage works. A nearby campaign has been flagged up for the attention of the council https://www.change.org/p/save-the-onny-stop-the-pipe.
‘May I refer the Parish Council to a campaign that is running in neighbouring Shropshire in relation to the disposal of untreated sewage into the river network.  Details of the campaign may be accessed on the net at ‘changeorg – Save the Onny – Stop the Pipe’.  It demonstrates how STW seek to circumvent legal constraints on sewage disposal and avoid updating the existing network.

It is extremely unlikely that our existing sewage works has the capacity to cope with the existing volumes of sewage and that this results in overflows into the River Sow.  I do not think it unreasonable for the existing combined sewer network to be explained by STW together with the capacity of the sewage works.  The results would have an impact on any future housing expansion.’

· Information on RTPI Poles:
Staffordshire County Council are reaching out to ask if you are interested in funding Real Time Passenger Information (RTPI) poles for your area.

Staffordshire County Council and its partner JMW has developed a pole mounted solar powered Real Time Passenger Information (RTPI) display that parish councils can purchase for their bus stops.
